NASUCA generally supports S. 2686.  Important problems are addressed, including:

· Broadening the USF base to include broadband, VoIP, and intrastate and interstate revenues;

· Anti-Deficiency Act exemption;

· Broadband requirements for USF recipients and limited broadband funding

· Eligible Communications Carrier requirements.


NASUCA suggests that other modifications should be taken as well, including:

· Allowing state USFs to assess intrastate and interstate revenues;

· Making clear that funded carriers should offer broadband to all lines;

· Allowing the FCC to consider a range of measures to limit the distribution of USF funds;

· As broadband services are promoted and funded, network neutrality should be assured for consumers and content providers.
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
